Call for Proposals for CWP Writing Strand at CATE 2011/February 11-13 in Sacramento



For the last six years CWP and CATE have been partnering to make sure the annual CATE Convention includes a wide range of sessions given by writing project leaders from as many of the 17 CWP sites as possible.  Each year, those sessions have been scheduled throughout the convention, from Friday through Sunday morning, and noted in the program as the CWP Writing Strand.  Each session in the strand is highlighted with a bold CWP in the margin or in the session title.  CWP sessions have become so popular that many participants plan their entire convention around the CWP Writing Strand.  If you have received this Call for CWP Writing Strand Proposals, your writing project leaders have nominated you to propose a session for the CWP Writing Strand.  

Submitting proposals

The theme for CATE 2011 is “Never More Crucial.”  Workshops are 75 minutes long and because the theme is so broad, almost any workshop can fit under this thematic umbrella.  All we ask is that the workshop you propose features an approach to teaching or using writing.  To propose a workshop for the CWP Writing Strand, please use the enclosed submission form.  Do not use the CATE on-line process.  CWP staffers will enter proposals online for you.

Proposal submissions are due September 27, 2010.

Audio-visual equipment

If you need an overhead projector, be sure to include that request on the proposal form.  This is the only AV equipment that CATE provides.  Any other equipment, especially LDC projectors, must be your own or must be arranged at your own expense. 

For presenters

CATE no longer provides complimentary conference registration for the presenter.  Work with your writing project, your school, or your district if you need help.   There is, however, a one-day special registration fee that should help.

Timeline

· Presenters notified by CWP in October.  Generally, CATE begins to follow up with date and time information in December or January.
