Fakebook Project Description and Instructions

Description:  Students will create a “fakebook” page for an historical figure, event, program, battle, organization, or other significant aspect from World War II.  As you would on a normal facebook, you will use images as well as text to make connections to your person, event etc.  Your task is to imagine (using a mix of reality and humor) what would be happening with this profile if it existed during World War Two (1939-1945).

Research:  Students must do and then show their research.  Your subject must be clearly researched with a minimum of 5 sources cited.  Three must be internet and two from a book, magazine, journal or some other “hard” source.  All citations must be done in MLA format.  
Step One (Page One): 
Creating the Profile:  you will select a significant person (a real individual, not fictitious or from the world of cinema etc.), an organization, program, battle, invention, city, country, etc. You will then attach (draw or cut n’ paste) an image (person, map etc) in the View photos section and then fill in the username, status and personal info area.

Information (Under View Photos):  Use actual researched information to complete the information and potential friends in this area.

The Wall (What’s On Your Mind?):  Ask yourself, “who would be my friends, and what would they post?”  Ignore people or unfriend them if you wish.  Feel free to be creative here, however, you must be historically accurate.  In other words, use actual quotes, or stay true to the spirit of what would be said during WWII.  You must post at least  10 items under this section from at least 5 different sources.  You must also DATE all your wall items – the dates should be fairly accurate.  If you want to change the size of the images, go ahead.  Obviously, the real facebook doesn’t have the uniformity found on my handouts.

Step Two (Page Two):  
Under Basic Information – add all the pertinent research information found in your research to flesh-out your subject.  Do the same for Personal and Contact Information you can invent email information.  Try to get the address as close as you can.  Education and work should also be as close as you can get it.

Groups:  Under this section, use your research to make more connections to historical institutions – politics (political parties or govt. structures), the armed forces (different branches or groups), other allied countries, like minded countries, colonies from the period (example: India helping England), Industrial connections (examples: Ford in the USA or Mercedes in Germany, 
Step Three:  The Write Up:

You must do a one-page (full page or more with 12 pt. font, 1.5 spacing) write up of your subject.  You should put your subject in an historical context, explaining their background involvement in WWII.  Also explain their contribution, negative or positive to the war and their impact on the war.  Also, explain what happens to them as a result of the war.  How do they fare?  Why do or don’t they fare well or poorly during the war?

The fakebook Four Point Rubric

             4) The “A” Column (90-100%)

· User name, information, photos/illustrations all completed

· Wall is completed with at least 10 ideas utilized (more for insurance)

· Work is neat, legible and/or typed

· Must use standard grammar and punctuation structure/error free

· A minimum of 5 outside sources referenced/cited on project

· Must exhibit complete understanding of the event, person, law or program illustrated

· Photos/Illustrations exhibit a careful, complete and creative approach.

· Write up is complete and follows all instructions

3) The “B” Column (80-89%)

· User name, information, photos/illustrations mostly completed

· Wall is mostly completed with at least 8 -10 ideas utilized

· Work is fairly neat, legible and/or typed

· Mostly standard grammar and punctuation structure/must be nearly error free

· A minimum of 4 outside sources referenced/cited on project

· Must exhibit nearly complete understanding of the event, person, law or program illustrated

· Illustrations exhibit a careful, nearly complete and creative approach.

· Write up is complete and follows most instructions

The “C” Column (70-79%)

· User name, information, photos/illustrations mostly completed

· Wall is mostly completed with at least 7-9 sources cited.

· Work is not entirely neat, legible and/or typed

· Missing some standard grammar and punctuation structure/some errors

· A minimum of 2-3 outside sources referenced/cited on project

· Exhibits some understanding of the event, person, law or program illustrated.

· Photos/Illustrations exhibit just an OK, incomplete and not so creative approach.

· Write up is incomplete and follows some instructions

The “D/F” Column (60’s and Below) Don’t Come Down Here!

· User name, information, photos/illustrations incomplete

· Wall is incomplete with only 6 or fewer ideas utilized

· Work is illegible, or nearly so, or not typed

· Poor grammar and punctuation structure, many errors

· No citations or incorrectly done

· Little understanding of the event, person, law or programs

· Photos/Illustrations exhibit a poor and incomplete effort

· Lazy/last minute and weak effort
