Daring and Deep Revision 
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Revision should be considered more as 

· remodeling, 

· as a way to go away from a piece and then come back. 

Starting Strategies (a method to start a writing piece)

· think of a person and/ or a place a story that goes with it

· think of a moment of change- when something ended and something new started

Strategies for Revision

1. Relocate 

· try the story in a slightly different setting then what it’s in

· try story earlier/ later in time 

· add a flashback or a flash forward, which will result in more moments in your story

· add a part to what’d already there (e.g. a daydream moment, memories, etc.)

· replace part of what’s there

2. Reframe

· try story from a different point of view

· try story from a different focus 

· what if this story is really about something else

3. Restructure

· try story from a different genre (e.g. poerty, play form)

· for poetry, you could try

· a list poem possibly of objects or inner thinking

· persona poem in the voice of a different character

· try a persona poem in the voice of the setting

· try story as a screenplay

· try story as a fantasy

When and where to give feedback

· during minilessons- give a targeted response to what the prompted activity will be 

· conferences- coach students on what bahaviors are expected during a conference

· write down what was taught as a reminder either on a chart or kids keep post-its in their notebook

· provide feedback on progress of the notebook

· wrte specific compliments with next steps

Read Alouds that might help with revision 

· fractured stories that tell story from different perspective and genres, such as Three Little Pigs and Cinderella
